In 1969, in the days of Women only colleges, a group of us decided it would be fun to row in Eights' Week 

(Torpids being far too Spartan a possibility) The historians among us had finished the punishing schedule of 

Prelims at the end of Michaelmas term, and we foolishly felt we had some time to spare. Women were not 

"allowed" to row then, and we thought it would be amusing to learn, and take part in some capacity. 

 

We had some good friends in our neighbours, Keble, who not only loaned us equipment, but provided us with 

a patient coach. The abiding memory we all have is of horrendously early mornings, cycling down to the river 

to thrash about ineffectually on the river before The Men arrived with more serious intent. Alarms at 5.30, at 

the boathouse by 6.00. 

 

What had started out as an entertaining diversion suddenly became the subject of not only the local Oxford 

press, but was then Articles and pictures appeared constantly during May, most famously 

perhaps, the Front Cover of Private Eye which featured a picture with speech bubbles. The very antithesis of 

Womens' Lib, we scoured Elliston and Cavell (now Debenhams) and the Covered Market for material to make 

our costumes on hand-cranked sewing machines. We made white seersucker blouses, and trimmed them with

yards of red braid to pick up the 

red in our long skirts, navy with 

flowers. The idea was to look like 

the epitome of Victorian 

elegance........ but the skirts were 

whipped off at the last minute as 

we got into the boat. 

 

We rowed  ɂÈÎÈÐÕÚÛ" a Keble Eight, 

who entered into the spirit of the 

occasion by bedecking their boaters 

with flowers and appearing as 

Morris Men. Of course, in 

traditional manner, I was thrown in 

at the end of the race. 

 

Whilst we all thought it unfair that 

women weren't allowed to row 

then, and we were making a stand 

by doing so in our own way, we all 

did it for fun, with the overt and 

generous help of men, and very 

tongue-in-cheek. Perhaps that is 

why the whole thing was such a 

success and excited such attention. 

In the natural order of things, 

Womens' rowing would have 

happened anyway, but we all 

enjoyed a happy summer pushing 

it towards its arrival in the Oxford 

Calendar. I am delighted that my 

own daughter rowed, though for 

Lincoln, and has her blade.
